Students who successfully complete 
NR TAFE’s Diploma of Nursing 
are offered a direct pathway into 
CQUniversity Australia’s Bachelor of 
Nursing, receiving full credit for their 
enrolled nursing training.

LITERACY AND NUMERACY
